Topiary

Topiary is sculpture art or in simple words the
art of practice of trimming and shaping plants
into beautiful shapes with evergreen plants.
The shapes can be any object or even geometric
shapes like pyramid and the ball and all kinds
of blocks. Topiary art goes back to the days
of Roman gardens, were they technically trim
Laurel(Bay tree) and Cypress tress, to form a
fantastic forms ranging from simple cubes to
the expressive forms of animals and statues of
people.

The following plants are considered one of the
best types for this purpose is Boxwood, Hew,
Cypress, and Juniper, Myrtle.

There are some plants with large levees and
possibly can use for this purpose including
Cotoneaster, Byracantha, Pittosporum and
Ligustrum,Bougainvillea .One needs to have
more than one plant to get the desired shape. For
example it takes four trees for work of topiary
for a big elephant.
